(Adopted by Special Resolutions dated 3 March 2006)

1. The name of the Company is "HONG KONG UROLOGICAL ASSOCIATION” (香港泌尿外科學會)  UROLOGY NURSING CHAPTER (泌尿外科護士分會) (hereinafter called "the Urology Nursing Chapter”)
2. The registered office of the Urology Nursing Chapter will be situated in Hong Kong.
3. The objects for which the Urology Nursing Chapter are:-
(a) promote the interest in and a better understanding on the aspect of Urology and Urology Nursing in Hong Kong.

(b) Provide a venue for discussion of problems related to Urology and Urology Nursing.

(c) To improve and set the standard of urological nursing care in Hong Kong.

(d) Provide a means of liaison with nurses in the field of Urology Nursing in other parts of the world for the purpose of collecting, exchanging and disseminating information on Urology and Urology Nursing.

(e) To advise and provide information on post-graduate urological nursing training.

(f) To carry out, establish, construct, maintain, improve, manage and superintend, or to assist in carrying out, establishment, construction, maintenance, improvement, management or superintendence of non-profit making schools, hostels, training and recreational centers, libraries, clubs, hospitals, clinics, nurseries, dispensaries and stations for educational and other charitable purposes. Provided that none of the funds of the Urology Nursing Chapter shall be paid to any school, hostel, library, club, hospital, clinic, nursery, dispensary or any center, whether recreation or otherwise which pays or transfers, directly or indirectly, any part of its income or property by way or dividend, bonus or otherwise howsoever by way of profit to its members.

(g) To make provision for the application of any of the profit funds, moneys or assets of the Urology Nursing Chapter to any educational and other charitable purposes whatsoever.
(h) To undertake and administer any trust for charitable purposes.
(i) To accept and receive subscriptions, donations and gifts (of whatever nature or kind) and bequests to the Urology Nursing Chapter.
(j) To take any gift or assignment of property whether subject to any special trust or not for any one or more of the objects of the Urology Nursing Chapter.
(k) Subject to acquire by purchase or otherwise any lands, buildings, easements or property which may be requisite for the purposes of, or capable of being conveniently used in connection with any of the objects of the Urology Nursing Chapter.
(l) To hire and employ all classes of persons necessary for the purposes of the Urology Nursing Chapter and subject to Clause 4 of this Bylaws of Urology Nursing Chapter to pay to them and to other persons in return for services rendered to the Urology Nursing Chapter salaries, wages, gratuities and pensions.
(m) To establish, promote or assist in establishing or promoting, and to subscribe to or become a member of or affiliate with, any other bodies whose objects are similar to the objects of the Urology Nursing Chapter. Provided that none of the funds of the Urology Nursing Chapter shall be paid to any institution, society, club or other body which pays or transfers, directly or indirectly, any part of its income or property by way of dividend, bonus or otherwise howsoever by way of profit to its members.
(n) To borrow and raise money to give security for any of the above purposes by the issue of open bonds, debentures, bills of exchanges, promissory notes or other obligations or securities of the Urology Nursing Chapter or by sale or mortgage or charge upon all or any part of the property of the Urology Nursing Chapter.
(o) To open and operate a separate banking account or accounts with any bank or banks for the purposes of the Urology Nursing Chapter, and for such purposes to make, give, accept, endorse, transfer, discount and negotiate bills of exchange, promissory notes, cheques or other similar instruments (effected by two of the three signatories submitted to the bank, which include two office-bearers of Hong Kong Urological Association and one office-bearer from Urology Nursing Chapter)
(p) To do all such other lawful things as are incidental or conducive to the attainment of the above objects or any of them.
(q) The Urology Nursing Chapter shall for the purpose of attending to the main objects or any them have the power:-
1. to print and publish any newspaper, periodicals, books or leaflets that the Urology Nursing Chapter may think desirable for the promotion of its objects.
2. to organize and hold lectures, discussions, debates, conferences, exhibitions and other meetings.
3. to invest the moneys of the Urology Nursing Chapter not immediately required, upon such security and in such manner as may from time to time be determined.
4. to raise money by subscription or other lawful means and to apply to any Government for subsidy or aid for the purpose of the above objects, or any of them.
5. to grant, sell convey, assign, surrender, exchange, partition, yield up, mortgage, demise, reassign, transfer or otherwise dispose of any lands, messuages, tenements, mortgage, debentures, funds, shares or securities which are for the time being vested in the Urology Nursing Chapter for such terms as the Urology Nursing Chapter may see fit.

Provided that:-

(a) In case the Urology Nursing Chapter shall take or hold any property which may be subject to any trusts, the Urology Nursing Chapter will only deal with or invest the same in such manner as allowed by law, having regard to such trusts.
(b) The objects of the Urology Nursing Chapter shall not extend to the regulation of relations between workers and employers or organisations of workers and organisations of employers.
(c) The powers set forth in the Seventh Schedule of the Companies Ordinance (Cap.32) are hereby excluded.
4.

(1) The income and property of the Urology Nursing Chapter, however derived, shall be applied solely towards the promotion of the objects of the Urology Nursing Chapter as set out in this Bylaw.
(2) Subject to clauses (4) to (5) below, no portion of the income and property of the Urology Nursing Chapter shall be paid or transferred directly or indirectly, by way of dividend, bonus, or otherwise howsoever, to the members of the Urology Nursing Chapter.
(3) No member of the Council of Management or Governing Body of the Urology Nursing Chapter of the Hong Kong Urological Association shall be appointed to any salaried office of the Association, or any office of the Urology Nursing Chapter paid by fees and no remuneration or other benefit in money or money's worth (except as provided in clause (5) below) shall be given by the Urology Nursing Chapter to any member of the Council of Management or Governing Body.
(4) Nothing herein shall prevent the payment, in good faith, by the Urology Nursing Chapter of reasonable and proper remuneration to any officer or servant of the Urology Nursing Chapter, or to any member of the Urology Nursing Chapter not being a member of the Council of Management or Governing Body of the Urology Nursing Chapter in return for any services actually rendered to the Urology Nursing Chapter.
    (5) 
Nothing herein shall prevent the payment, in good faith, by the Urology Nursing Chapter of the Hong Kong Urological Association :-
(a) to any member of its Council of Management or Governing Body of out-of pocket expenses;
(b) of interest on money lent by any member of the Urology Nursing Chapter of the Hong Kong Urological Association or its Council of Management or Governing Body at a rate per year not exceeding 2% above the prime rate prescribed for the time being by The Hongkong And Shanghai Banking Corporation Limited for Hong Kong dollar loans;
(c) of reasonable and proper rent for premises demised or let by any member of the Urology Nursing Chapter of the Hong Kong Urological Association or of its Council of Management or Governing Body;
(d) of remuneration of other benefit in money or money's worth to a body corporate in which a member of the Association or of its Council of Management or Governing Body is interested solely by virtue of being a member of that body corporate by holding not more than one- hundredth part of its capital or controlling not more than a one-hundredth part of its votes.
(6) 
No person shall be bound to account for any benefit he may receive in respect of any payment properly paid in accordance with clauses (4) and (5) above.

5.  The liability of the members is limited.
6.  Every member of the Urology Nursing Chapter undertakes to contribute to the assets of the Urology Nursing Chapter in the event of its being wound up while he is a member, or within one year after he ceases to be a member for payment of the debts and liabilities of the Urology Nursing Chapter contracted before he ceased to be a member, and the costs, charges and expenses of winding up, and for the adjustment of the rights of the contributories amongst themselves, such amount as may be required not exceeding $50.00.
7.  If upon the winding up or dissolution of the Urology Nursing Chapter there remains, after the satisfaction of all its debts and liabilities, any property whatsoever, this shall not be paid to or distributed among the members of the Urology Nursing Chapter; but shall be given or transferred to some other institution or institutions, having objects similar to the objects of the Urology Nursing Chapter, and which shall prohibit the distribution of its or their income and property amongst its or their members to an extent at least as great as is imposed on the Urology Nursing Chapter  under or by virtue of clause 4 above, such institution or institutions to be determined by the members of the Urology Nursing Chapter at or before the time of dissolution and in default thereof by a Judge of the High Court of Hong Kong Special Administrative Region having jurisdiction in regard to charitable funds and, if this provision cannot be effected, then to some charitable object.
8.  True accounts shall be kept of the sums of money received and expended by the Urology Nursing Chapter, and the matter in respect of which such receipts and expenditure take place, and of the property, credits and liabilities of the Urology Nursing Chapter; and, subject to any reasonable restrictions as to the time and manner of inspecting the same that may be imposed in accordance with the regulations of the Urology Nursing Chapter for the time being in force, shall be open to the inspection of the members. Once at least in every year the accounts of the Urology Nursing Chapter shall be examined and the correctness of the balance sheet ascertained by one or more authorised Auditor or Auditors.

1.          (a)
In these regulations “Urology Nursing Chapter,” (泌尿外科護士分會) means the Hong Kong Urological Association Urology Nursing Chapter endorsed by the Council of the “Hong Kong Urological Association (香港泌尿外科學會)”

(b) 
“The Chairperson” means the person appointed to chair the Executive Committee of the Urology Nursing Chapter.. He/she should have the working experience of at least one year in the Executive Committee.

(c) 
“The Executive Committee” means the members of the Executive Committee of the Urology Nursing Chapter hereby constituted.
(d)
The expression “Honorary Secretary” means the Honorary Secretary of the Urology Nursing Chapter .

(e)    “Honorary Treasurer” means the Honorary Treasurer of the Urology Nursing Chapter .

(f)    The “member” of the Urology Nursing Chapter means the member of the Urology Nursing Chapter. He or she must be an associate member of the Hong Kong Urological Association with recognized local nursing qualification.

(g)    “The register” means the register of members of the Urology Nursing Chapter .

(h)    “In writing” means written or printed or partly written and partly printed.

(i)    Words importing the masculine gender includes the feminine gender unless the context otherwise requires.

(j)    Words  importing  the  singular  number  includes  the  plural  number  and  vice  versa.

Membership
2.
Any associate member of the Hong Kong Urological Association with recognized local nursing qualification will automatically be enrolled as a member of the Urology Nursing Chapter, unless he or she opts to the contrary and notifies his or her intention by writing to the Executive Committee.
3.
The Executive Committee shall have absolute discretion in accepting or refusing any one for membership of Urology Nursing Chapter. However the EC shall not consider the race colour gender or creed of any applicant. In the event of a refusal the EC shall not be required to give any reasons thereof.

4.    The Executive Committee shall have the power to suspend or terminate the membership of anyone                who fails to abide by the Bylaws of Urology Nursing Chapter or anyone whose continued membership is determined by the Executive Council to be detrimental to the Urology Nursing Chapter. A member whose membership is terminated by the Executive Council shall have the right to appeal to the Council of Hong Kong Urological Association whose decision shall be final.
General Meeting

5. The first General Meeting of the Urology Nursing Chapter shall be held at such time not being less than one month nor more than 6 months after endorsement of the Urology Nursing Chapter by the Council of Hong Kong Urological Association, and at such place as the Executive Council shall decide.
6.   (a) 
The Annual General Meeting shall be held yearly within 3 months of the end of the previous financial year.

(b) 
The financial year shall be from the first day of January to the thirty-first of December of the same year.
7. The above General Meeting shall be called "Annual General Meeting"; all other General Meetings shall        be called "Extraordinary General Meetings".
8. The Executive Council whenever they think fit, may convene an Extraordinary General Meeting, and an Extraordinary General Meeting shall also be convened on the requisition of 2 or more Members of Urology Nursing Chapter of the Hong Kong Urological Association.
Notice of General Meeting

9.
21 days' notice at the least (exclusive of the day on which it is served or deemed to be served and of the day for which it is given) specifying the place, the day, and the hour of meeting and, in case of special business, the general nature of that business shall be given in manner hereinafter mentioned, or in such other manner, if any, as may be prescribed by the Urology Nursing Council in general meeting, to such persons as are, under the Bylaws of Urology Nursing Chapter, entitled to receive such notices from the Urology Nursing Chapter; but, with the consent of all members entitled to receive notice of some particular meeting, that meeting may be convened by such shorter notice and in such manner as those members may think fit.
10, 
The accidental omission to give notice of a meeting to, or the non-receipt of notice of a meeting by, any member shall not invalidate the proceedings at any meeting.
Proceedings at General Meetings
11.     All business shall be deemed special that is transacted at an extraordinary general meeting, and all that is transacted at an annual general meeting, with the exception of the consideration of the accounts, balance sheets and the ordinary reports of the Executive Council.
12.      No business shall be transacted at any general meeting unless a quorum of members is present at the time when the meeting proceeds to business; save as herein otherwise provided, 7 Members of the Urology Nursing Chapter for the time being personally present shall be a quorum.
13.      If within half an hour from the time appointed for the meeting a quorum is not present, the meeting if convened upon the requisition of members, shall be dissolved; and in any other case it shall stand adjourned to the same day in the next week, at the same time and place, and if at the adjourned meeting a quorum is not present within half an hour from the time appointed for the meeting the members present shall be a quorum.
14.     The Chairperson shall preside as Chairperson at every general meeting of the Urology Nursing Chapter or if there is no Chairperson or if he is not present within 15 minutes after the time appointed for the holding of the meeting or is unwilling to act the Members may elect one person among themselves to chair the meeting in place of the Chairperson.
.

15      The Chairperson may, with the consent of any meeting at which a quorum is present (and shall if so directed by the meeting), adjourn the meeting from time to time and from place to place, but no business shall be transacted at any adjourned meeting other than the business left unfinished at the meeting from which the adjournment took place. When a meeting is adjourned for ten days or more, notice of the adjourned meeting shall be given as in the case of an original meeting. Save as aforesaid it shall not be necessary to give any notice of an adjournment or of the business to be transacted at an adjourned meeting.
16.     
At any general meeting a resolution put to the vote of the meeting shall be decided on a      show of hands, unless a poll is (before or on the declaration of the result of the show of hands) demanded by at least two Members present in person and entitled to vote and, unless a poll is so demanded, a declaration by the chairperson that a resolution has on a show of hands, been carried, or carried unanimously, or by a particular majority, or lost, and an entry to that effect in the book containing the minutes of the proceedings of the Urology Nursing Chapter, shall be conclusive evidence of the fact, without proof of the number or proportion of the votes recorded in favour of, or against, that resolution.
17.     
If a poll is duly demanded it shall be taken in such manner as the chairperson directs and the results of the poll shall be deemed to be the resolution of the meeting at which the poll was demanded.
18.
In the case of an equality of votes, whether on a show of hands or on a poll, the chairperson of the meeting, at which the show of hands takes place or at which the poll is demanded, shall be entitled to a second or casting vote.
19.
A poll demanded on the election of a chairman or on a question of adjournment shall be taken forthwith. A poll demanded on any other question shall be taken at such a time as the chairman of the meeting directs and any business other than that upon which a poll has been demanded may be proceeded with pending the taking of the poll.
20.
A resolution in writing signed by all members for the time being entitled to receive notice of and to attend and vote at general meeting shall be as valid and effective as if the same had been passed at a general meeting of the Urology Nursing Chapter duly convened and held.
21.
Save as hereinafter provided every Member shall have one vote.
22.   (a)
The Urology Nursing Chapter shall have the power to permit the use of voting by proxy at any General Meeting other than the Annual General Meeting of the Urology Nursing Chapter.
(b)

The right to appoint proxy shall be announced together with the notice of meeting.
(c)
Proxy forms shall be sent to all Members entitled to attend and vote in the general meeting         of the Urology Nursing Chapter.
(d)     
Any Member entitled to attend and vote in the general meetings wishing to appoint a proxy must sign and complete and name his proxy in the proxy form.
(e)     
A proxy must be an Member of the Urology Nursing Chapter .
(f) 
Proxy votes shall not be transferable.
(g)     Proxy forms shall be deposited with the Honorary Secretary of Urology Nursing Chapter not less than 24 hours before the time for holding the meeting.
(h)    Every instrument of proxy shall, as nearly as circumstances will admit, be in the following form            or to the effect following, or in such other form as the Executive Council may from time to time  determine :-

(a) 
The Executive Committee of the Urology Nursing Chapter shall consist of the Officers, ex-officio members of the Executive Committee appointed under Article 30(C) and three Members elected at the Annual General Meeting. Vacancies occurring during the year shall be filled by co-option by remaining members of the Executive Committee.

(b)

The Executive Committee shall be responsible for organizing the scientific and social programmes and transacting all business of the Urology Nursing Chapter in pursuance of its objects.

(c)   
Subject to his consent the outgoing Chairperson shall be appointed an ex-officio member of the Committee. An ex-officio member of the Executive Committee who is not elected by Members in general meeting shall not have executive power of function.
(d) 
A retiring member of the Executive Committee shall be eligible for re-election.
24.   (a)
The Officers of the Urology Nursing Chapter shall consist of a Chairperson, an Honorary Secretary and an Honorary Treasurer, elected biannually at the Annual General Meeting. Only present and past members of the Executive Committee who have served on the Executive Committee for at least one year shall be eligible for election as Chairperson.
(b)
The Chairperson shall preside as chairperson at every Executive Committee meeting and all other meetings of the Urology Nursing Chapter and shall normally be the spokesman of the Urology Nursing Chapter.
(c) 
The Honorary Secretary shall responsible for all correspondence of the Urology Nursing Chapter and shall keep records or minutes of all meetings.
(d) The Honorary Treasurer shall be responsible for the Urology Nursing Chapter funds and shall present a financial report at the Annual General Meeting. This report shall be audited by the auditor of Hong Kong Urological Association .
(e)
The Executive Committee shall determine the representative of the Urology Nursing Chapter in dealing with outside body.
(f)
In the absence of the chairperson for more than 3 months, the Executive Committee shall appoint an acting president among the Executive Council members until the next Annual General Meeting.
(g) In the absence of a member or members of the Executive Committee for more than 3 months, the Executive Committee shall appoint another member or members from Members of the Urology Nursing Chapter in place of the absent member or members of the Executive Committee.
25.     No salary, remuneration or allowance shall be paid to the members of the Executive Committee 

26.    
The Executive Committee shall have the power to invite any person of distinction as Patrons or Advisers of the Urology Nursing Chapter provided that such Patrons or Advisers shall not be entitled to vote at any meeting and shall not have any exercise power or function in the Urology Nursing Chapter.
27.     The Executive Committee shall cause minutes to be made in books provided for the purpose:-

(a)
of all appointments of officers made by the Executive Committee,

(b)
of the names of the Executive Committee members present at each meeting of the Executive Committee and of any committee of such Executive Committee,
(c)  of all resolutions and proceedings at all meetings of the Urology Nursing Chapter and of the Executive Committee, and of committees; and every member of the Executive Committee present at any meeting of the Executive Committee or committees shall sign his name in a book to be kept for the purpose.
28.     The Honorary Secretary or Treasurer shall receive all subscriptions, donations and all other moneys coming to the Urology Nursing Chapter of the Hong Kong Urological Association and shall pay into a bank to be named by the Council of Hong Kong Urological Association all moneys to be received and the receipt of the Honorary Treasurer of Urology Nursing Chapter shall be the only sufficient discharge.
29.     All Diplomas are to be signed by the chairperson, the Honorary Secretary or the Honorary Treasurer.
30.     The office of a member of the Executive Committee shall be vacated, if such member of the Executive Committee

(a)
becomes bankrupt; or
(b)
is found lunatic or becomes of unsound mind; or
(c)
resigns her/his office by notice in writing to the Association.
31.     Any increase or reduction in the number of members of the Executive Committee shall only be by way of amendment of these Articles in accordance with the Ordinance subject always to the approval of the Registrar of Companies.
32.     The Urology Nursing Chapter may by ordinary resolution remove any member of the Executive Committee before the expiration of his period of office, notwithstanding anything in these Articles or in any agreement between the Urology Nursing Chapter and such member of the Executive Committee.
Proceedings of the Executive Committee
33.    The Urology Nursing Chapter of the Hong Kong Urological Association may by ordinary resolution of the members appoint another Full Member in place of a member of the Executive Committee removed from office under Article 40.

34.    Members of the Executive Council shall be elected in accordance with Article 22.

35.    Executive Committee Meeting shall be convened either at the request of two members of the Executive Committee or at the discretion of the Chairperson or acting president by giving prior notice in writing to all the members of the Executive Committee 24 hours before the meeting.”
36.    The quorum necessary for the transaction of the business of the Executive Committee shall be three.

37.    The continuing members of the Executive Committee may act notwithstanding any vacancy in their body, but if and so long as their number is reduced below the number fixed by or pursuant to the Articles of the Urology Nursing Chapter as the necessary quorum of the Committee, the continuing members of the Executive Committee may act for the purpose of increasing the number of members of the Executive Committee to that number or of summoning a general meeting of the Urology Nursing Chapter but for no other purpose.

38.    The Chairperson or acting chairperson shall preside as chairperson at every meeting of the Executive Committee but if at any meeting the Chairperson or acting chairperson is not present within twenty minutes after the time appointed for holding the same, the members of the Committee present may choose one of their number to be chairperson of the meeting.

39.    Question arising at any meeting shall be decided by a majority of votes. In case of an equality of votes the Chairman shall have a second or casting vote.

40.    The Executive Committee may delegate any of their powers to committees consisting of such member or members of the Urology Nursing Chapter as they think fit; any committee so formed shall in the exercise of the powers so delegated, conform to any regulations that may be imposed on them by the Executive Committee.

41.    A committee may elect a chairperson of its meetings; if no such chairperson is elected, or if at any meeting the chairperson is not present within twenty minutes after the time appointed for holding the same, the members present may choose one of their number to be chairperson of the meeting.

42.    A committee may meet and adjourn as it thinks proper. Questions arising at any meeting shall be determined by a majority of votes of the members present, and in case of an equality of votes the chairperson shall have a second or casting vote. Provided that the decision of the committee on any matter shall only be by way of recommendation and shall have no effect until it has sanctioned by resolution of the Executive Committee.
43.   All acts done by any member of the Executive Committee or of a committee or by any person acting as a   committee member or member of Executive Committee, shall notwithstanding that it be afterwards discovered that there was some defect in the appointment of any such members of Executive Committee or committee or persons acting as aforesaid, or that they or any of them were disqualified by as valid as if every such person had been appointed and was qualified to be member of the Executive Committee or committee.

            44.     A committee shall have power at any time, and form time to time to appoint a person as an additional member of the committee, such person to be appointed among members of the Urology Nursing Chapter.

            45.     The Executive Committee has the right to appoint or engage person or persons at such salary as the Executive Committee thinks fit to serve as executive staff of the Urology Nursing Chapter. They shall be responsible to the Executive Committee which shall determine their terms and conditions of appointment.


46.     A resolution in writing, signed by all the members of the Executive Committee for the time being entitled to receive notice of meeting of the Executive Committee, shall be as valid and effectual as if it had been passed at a meeting of the Executive Committee duly convened and held.

 47.     All cheques drawn on the Urology Nursing Chapter’s banking account and all orders for payment, by Urology Nursing Chapter (effected by two of the three signatories submitted to the bank, which include two office-bearers of Hong Kong Urological Association and one office-bearer from Urology Nursing Chapter)
48.     The Executive Committee shall cause proper books of account to be kept with respect to:-

all sums of money received and expended by the Urology Nursing Chapter and the matter in respect of which the receipt and expenditure takes place.
           49.      The books of account shall be kept by the Honorary Treasurer Urology Nursing Chapter and shall always be open to inspection by the members of the Executive Committee of Urology Nursing Council and the Council of Hong Kong Urological Association.
         50.      The Executive Committee shall from time to time be prepared and to be laid before the Urology Nursing Chapter in general meeting such income and expenditure accounts, balance sheets and reports.

Any Member described in the register of Members by an address not within Hong Kong, who shall from time to time give the Urology Nursing Chapter an address in Hong Kong at which notices may be served upon him, shall be entitled to have notice served upon him at such address.

   
(c)   
Any notice, if served by post, shall be deemed to have been served on the day following that on which the letter containing the same is put into the post office or a postal box and in proving such service it shall be sufficient to prove that the letter containing the notice was properly addressed and put into post office or a postal box as a prepaid letter.


52.    Notice of every general meeting shall be given in the manner hereinbefore authorized to every Member.         No other person shall be entitled to receive notices of general meetings, excepts such persons as may be invited by the Executive Committee Members to attend any particular meeting or meetings.

Amendments to Bylaws of Urology Nursing Chapter

53.    No addition, alteration or amendment shall be made to or in the Bylaws of Urology Nursing Chapter or the Articles of Association for the time being in force, unless such alteration has previously been submitted to and approved by the Council of Hong Kong Urological Association.
